Second hook trailing was tied into the first hoblarsk with #40 "Spiderwire" line
Thread: #3/0 white
Tail flash: "Krystal Flash" Black, and "Flashabou" ElectriaBl
Body: Medium Chenille in blue and black with a rib diver "Mylar" tinsel
Side feathers: Saddle hackle in Peacock Blue color
Top body: Icelandic Sheep Hair in Fl. Blue
Dark top coat hair: long Black Bear fur
Head dressing: "Sally Hanson Hard as Nails" in bright red
